Curriculum Vitae
Prof. Dr. Rumen Kishev graduated Technical University - Varna in 1972 as MSc in Naval Architecture. Till 1974 he served in the Military R&D Institute, Naval Branch and then has been appointed as a research scientist at Bulgarian Ship Hydrodynamics Centre – Varna. In 1975 he attended a post-graduate study at the Delft University of Technology, Netherlands. In 1981 he defended his PhD thesis on The Influence of Ship Motion and Irregularity of Sea Waves on the Added Resistance in Waves at the St. Petersburg State Marine Technical University. In 1986, the scientific rank of Assistant Professor in Naval Architecture has been conferred to him. In the period (2003÷2004) he was appointed Senior Engineer at Keppel FELS, Singapore. Later, he served for several years as Engineering Manager at Cyprus Bureau of Shipping. 

Recently, Prof. Dr. Rumen Kishev is Head of Ocean Engineering, Hydrotechnics and Marine Renewables at BSHC and is considered a leading expert in ship seakeeping and floating body dynamics at seas. His work is mainly related to theoretical and practical problems of ship hull form design by practical considerations for safety and effectiveness of operation in real environment, investigations in the fields of ocean engineering and marine renewables, development of virtual prototypes in the process of ship design, as well as assessment and control of operational ship stability. He has over 90 scientific publications and has been task leader of about 100 scientific and development projects.
Prof. Dr. Rumen Kishev has been South-East European representative in ITTC Seakeeping Committee for four successive terms and a member of NATO NIAG SBDVP as well as NATO NG6 SG60/61 (Virtual Ships) working groups. He delivered several invited lectures on seakeeping at various European universities. A present, he is part-time lecturer on Ocean Engineering problems at the Naval Academy – Varna.
