Prof. Dr. Evgeni Milanov completed a Master of Science degree in Naval Architecture at Gdansk Polytechnic- Poland in 1970. From 1971 till 1973 he has been designer in Varna Shipyard, than join the Bulgarian Ship Hydrodynamics Centre (BSHC). His Doctor of Philosophy in ships’ theory was awarded by the St. Petersburg State Marine Technical University in 1984 for his research thesis entitled” Ship Maneuverability Prediction Based on the Results from Planar Motion Mechanism Tests”. In 1987 he has been nominated as Senior Res. Sc. (Associate Professor) in Ship Theory (Maneuvering) by Bulgarian Supreme Attestation Commission. In the period from 1984 till 1995 Prof. Dr. E. Milanov served as head of Ship Maneuvering Department at BSHC. Recently he is deputy head of BSHC and head of Ship Hydrodynamics and Aerodynamics Department. He is a member of International Towing Tank Conference Manoeuvring Committee as well as of NATO Research and Technological Organization panels AVT-161 and AVT-ET-118.  Prof. Dr. Evgeni Milanov acts as a national contact person of EC Framework Programmes. In 2010 a partner’s team leaded by him received „Varna Award” in the field of engineering sciences.
Prof. Dr. Evgeni Milanov is a leading BSHC expert in the area of ship maneuverability and in the ship maneuvering qualities research and prediction activities. His professional interests are related with development of methods, procedures and software for hydrodynamic forces calculation, with investigation of unsteady maneuvering motions, with prediction of optimal maneuver parameters and with design of optimal ship steering devices.
